Tom Tuerff will be featured as our individual performer.
And one of our favorite local old-timey bands, Desperate
Measures, will play us some old-time music. Tony Norris
will help us finish up the evening with a musical demon-
strating of the ‘folk process' that will incorporate a number
of different performers. The bad news is - all this delightful
music will leave you wanting more.

The good news is, there is more! Sunday! And it again
begins in Mark's Kitchen with another pancake breakfast at
9:30 am. The music starts at 10:00 am with that same vari-
ety of wonderful folk music, only with different voices
singing it. Gavan Weiser from Phoenix starts off in the
Center Gallery while Patty and Alesa open the Art Barn
stage as John Scooter Harris hosts the gospel sing on the
Center stage. The Knockabouts lead the line up of local
bands that will also included Joan Wyatt and Friends, Heart
Prairie, Money Minus and Second Harvest. Some of
Sundays scheduled out of town bands are Bight and
Childress, The Speisman Family Singers, The Back Porch
Band, The Close Enough String Band, The Mexican

And all proceeds are split evenly
with half going to Trappings of the American West, our
cosponsor and half going to the Flagstaff Friends of
Traditional music. This nominal admission fee, proceeds
from Mark's Kitchen, and shirt sales is how we fund the
festival. By the way, our shirts this year will sport a brilliant
color logo, printed on site and will sell for $12.00 -$20.00
depending on style (short sleeve, long sleeve, sweat shirt,
tank top etc.).

To me, the Folk Festival is the event that takes all of the
contra dances, jam sessions, concerts, campouts etc. and
blends them with elements of the rest of Arizona's folk
community into one happening to form the consummating
event of the year !. Its harmony, it's pickin', it's jamming, it's
sing along, it's friends, it's lot's of fun, and it's something
you are not going to want to miss. So grab a couple of
friends, rob the $2.00 admission from your piggy bank and
join some wonderful people for some wonderful music lis-
tening at the Coconino Center for the Arts June 12 and 13.
